Principles

Homework is a key facet of all Merchant Taylors’ pupils’ learning. It is important that pupils
develop good independent working patterns and that they organise themselves effectively.
Academic studies show that homework can be a vital tool in developing understanding,



boys will organise their time towards that in the intervening period. Other subjects may set
smaller, discrete, tasks that are assessed ‘little and often’. The guidelines above are a starting
point. There may be some weeks in which boys do not get as much “set’ work. However, there
is always work to be done; consolidation, planning and organisation can always be used to fill
the time available to them, as well as extension work. Equally, revision should not be seen as
something to just do at the end of the course, but rather as an on-going process, supporting
incremental learning throughout the year.
